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PROPANE CONTRACTING TIME AGAINéé...The past propane season was 

an unforgettable season; a late harvest, wet corn, an early winter blast, bad roads, snow, 
ice, and power outages.  Itôs hard to believe we made it past all of that and itôs now time to start 
contracting again for the upcoming season to avoid in-season price spikes. 
 Last seasonôs contracting price was around $1.299 and the high non-contract price for the 
season reached $1.899.  With a savings of $0.60 per gallon, an average customer saved over $500 by 
contracting.  With oil prices moving up and down each day, contracting is still the right thing to do. 

FSC offers four different types of contracts to match the needs of the propane user: Drying, 
Agricultural, Residential, and Budget Billing.  Drying contracts have a shorter timeframe that cover the 
traditional drying season.  Agricultural contracts are usually higher volume contracts that are delivered 
to hog barns and shops.  The lionôs share of the contracts we write are residential contracts for propane 
delivered to homes.  Budget billing is a program that allows the customer to make small monthly 
payments and keep their tank full, avoiding three or four large bills in the middle of winter (especially 
around Christmas). 
No matter what type of contract, FSC has the option that will fit the customersô need.

FUNGICIDE APPLICATIONé.  Fungicide application is an agronomic concept that has been 

used the past few years. This process is an aerial application applied to 

corn at the tassel stage. Fungicides protect the corn plant from leaf blight, 

southern rust and leaf spot. The affected fields vary due to various hybrids 

and weather conditions. The wet May/June growing season was an 

environment that will more than likely promote the development of fungicide 

problems. Agronomy locations will be scheduling aerial applications 

beginning approximately mid-July.
